PURPOSE
To ensure that all students and members of our school community understand:

(@) our commitment to providing students with the opportunity to benefit from digital technologies to support and
enhance learning and development at school including our 1-to-1 personal device program

(b) expected student behaviour when using digital technologies including the internet, social media, and digital
devices

(c) the school’s commitment to promoting safe, responsible and discerning use of digital technologies, and educating
students on appropriate responses to any dangers or threats to wellbeing that they may encounter when using
the internet and digital technologies

(d) our school’s policies and procedures for responding to inappropriate student behaviour on digital technologies
and the internet

(e) the various Department policies on digital learning, including social media, that our school follows and implements
when using digital technology

(f) our school prioritises the safety of students whilst they are using digital technologies
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DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this policy, “digital technologies” are defined as
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« use digital technologies in the classroom for specific purpose with targeted educational or developmental aims
e supervise and support students using digital technologies for their schoolwork
« effectively and responsively address any issues or incidents that have the potential to impact on the wellbeing
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When a student acts in breach of the behaviour standards of our school community (including cyberbullying, using
digital technologies to harass, threaten or intimidate, or viewing/posting/sharing of inappropriate or unlawful
content), Eltham High School will institute a staged response, consistent with our student engagement and behaviour
policies.

Breaches of this policy by students can result in a number of consequences which will depend on the severity of the
breach and the context of the situation.
